This approach, pioneered by German heraldic
artists, reduces arms to their essential forms.
Though developed in the 1950s, its foundations
lie firmly in medieval heraldry. The result is a
style that feels both modern and timeless: clear,
graphic, and often reproducible in a single co-
lour, much like a logo. Originally adapted for
stamps and embossers, these designs have since
proven remarkably versatile, retaining clarity
even at very small scales or when viewed from
a distance.
